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Students living in the residence halls are expected to conform to Colorado State’s 
standards of conduct, which are published in the General Catalog. Respect and con-
sideration for the rights of others and their needs for study time and rest are of first 
importance. If a student’s behavior is disruptive to others or the community, that stu-
dent is expected to respond to requests from staff and fellow students. Living in the 
halls is a privilege with many resources to assist you in your academic pursuits here 
at Colorado State University. The hall staff and University expect you to be an effective 
citizen of the Colorado State community.

Residence Hall Staff
Each residence hall is under the supervision of a Residence Director and an Assistant Resi-
dence Director. These are individuals who are trained to assist and advise students as well 
as administer the operation of the residence hall. Their responsibilities are many, including 
the enforcement of University rules and regulations. The Residence Director and Assistant 
Residence Director work with the Resident Assistants to help you develop and maintain an 
environment that promotes academic, personal, cultural, and social growth in the residence 
hall. This staff works closely with other staff, such as the Office Manager, the Environmental 
Services staff, maintenance personnel, and Dining Services workers. All help to make your 
residence hall a great place to live.

Resident Assistant
The residence hall staff member you will have the most contact with is your Resident Assis-
tant (RA). Each floor section has an RA who is a student employed by the University to work 
with the students living on a floor community. Resident Assistants are knowledgeable about 
campus resources and their services to students. Your RA will work with all members of the 
floor to build a community via diverse, social and educational programs and floor meetings, 
and challenge you to grow in a plethora of areas in your life both personally and academically. 
In general your RA will assist you with your questions and concerns.

The RAs and residents are responsible for helping to create an atmosphere conducive to 
study and enjoyment. The RAs are there to help you learn how to live respectfully and respon-
sibly with other individuals. When your behavior does not adhere to University rules and regu-
lations, they are responsible for confronting you. They have the job of being a friend, mentor, 
and a role model who is willing to take time to be of service to you. 

Your residence hall staff recognize that they cannot make the residence hall a good place to 
live without your help. When they need your cooperation, they will ask you for it and you will 
be expected to respond to their requests. Get to know your RA and the other staff who work 
in your residence hall. They are interested in you and want your residence hall experience to 
be positive and are supportive of your personal growth and success in the University com-
munity. You are joining a community of learners and the Residence Life staff is here to assist 
you in this transition.
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Housing & Dining Services welcomes you to Colorado State University. We are proud of our 
program for housing students on campus where they can be surrounded by a number of 
opportunities for academic, cultural, and social growth. Over the years, we have made every 
attempt to maintain top-notch facilities, up-to-date student programs, and quality dining for 
the lowest possible cost to the student. This handbook has been designed to help you live in 
CSU’s Residence Halls. We realize the importance of knowing what is expected from us and 
what is expected of you as you transition to the residence halls. If you have any concerns or 
suggestions, please contact us at (970) 491-4719.

Residence Life Mission:
To create safe and inclusive learning communities that support, challenge, and 
inspire all students to be ethical leaders and citizens in a diverse society.

Residence Life Philosophy
The Residence Life staff promotes an environment conducive to the creation of respectful 
and supportive learning communities. Such communities actively promote, teach, model, and 
reward an environment that respects social responsibility and healthy life choices free of 
addictive behaviors. Our staff serves and works with students, faculty, staff, and the local 
community to provide a healthy and safe environment necessary for learning.

Non-Discrimination Policy
Colorado State University does not discriminate on the basis of race, age, color, religion, 
national origin, gender, disability, sexual orientation, or veteran status. Assignment of rooms 
in University housing is made in accordance with this policy.

Respect for the Rights of Others
Students living in the residence halls are expected to abide by standards of conduct, which 
are consistent with the educational objectives and priorities of CSU. Respect and consid-
eration for the rights of others and their needs for study time and rest must receive prior-
ity over other needs. The residence hall staff helps to create an atmosphere conducive to 
study, enjoyment, and learning how to live responsibly with other individuals. Each student 
is expected to respond appropriately to requests from fellow students and staff concerning 
behavior that does not honor this priority. Should a student choose to place him/herself in a 
situation in which others are in violation of University or residence hall policies or procedures, 
he/she may also be held responsible for that violation to the same extent as those persons 
committing a violation (i.e., aiding, abetting, or inciting others).
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Residence Life Commitment to Diversity
The students and staff of the Residence Halls at CSU are a multicultural community of indi-
viduals. We are of diverse racial, ethnic, class backgrounds, and national origins. Our views 
encompass a broad spectrum of religious and political beliefs, and our sexual orientations 
may differ. We are unique in that we strive to work and live together, and in the process, we 
can learn from one another in an atmosphere of positive contact and mutual respect.

We are committed to behaving, and expecting others to behave, in ways that demonstrate our 
beliefs about the respectful treatment of each member of our community. We believe that we 
are individually and collectively responsible for our behavior and are fully accountable for our 
actions. We must take initiative and responsibility for our own learning and awareness of the 
differences that exist in our community and avoid all actions that diminish others. 

Bigotry has no place within our community, nor does the denigration of other human beings 
on the basis of age, physical handicap, national origin, sexual orientation, race, gender, or 
religious affiliation.

Semester Break
The Residence Halls are closed during the break between fall and spring semesters (Decem-
ber 18-January 14). Continuing students may leave possessions in their rooms. Watch your 
mailbox for additional break details around break times.
•	 You should plan on leaving for semester break within 24 hours after your last final exam 

and no later than Friday, December 18, 2009, at 10:00 p.m.
•	 There is a $50 late checkout charge and staff escort out of the building if you have not 

departed your Residence Hall by 10:00 p.m. on Friday, December 18, 2009.
•	 If you are not planning on departing by the above deadline, you must make arrangements 

for accommodation off-campus.
•	 If you are not returning spring semester you must check out when you leave in December. 

The Residence Hall room cannot be used as storage space during winter break. Check-
out, including returning your Residence Hall keys, is done with the Office Manager at the 
Residence Hall desk during regular office hours.

•	 Loss of a roommate at the end of fall semester does not guarantee that you will have a 
single room spring semester. You must prepare your room to receive a roommate before 
leaving for winter break.

•	 If you are academically dismissed or for some other unforeseen reason you find, after 
winter break begins, that you will not return spring semester, you may check out on des-
ignated days (that will be announced before winter break) or by making a special appoint-
ment with your Residence Hall Office Manager.

•	 Failure to check out by 3:00 p.m. on Wednesday, January 13, 2010, will result in a late 
checkout fee of $50 as well as an additional room charge for each day thereafter.

•	 It is highly recommended that Residence Hall students create a billing address to ensure 
timely receipt of the December student account billing statement. This is important because 
the statement is mailed during Semester Break when the Residence Halls are closed and 
the first due date of the spring semester occurs before the halls reopen in January. Visit 
www.RAMweb.colostate.edu to create or update current mailing and billing addresses.
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Getting Started
Students may begin checking in on Thursday, August 20, at 8:00 a.m. The R.A.M.S. (Resource 
And Move-in Staff) are here to welcome you and assist you during check-in. Our residence 
hall front desks are here to assist your move-in 24 hours a day. Please note the first day of 
classes is Monday, August 24. Check the orientation and registration schedule you have 
received separately and the important dates listed on page 9 of this handbook.

Residence Hall Contract
•	 All newly admitted first year students without previous college experience who are under 

21 years of age, and not living with their parents in the Fort Collins area, must live in the 
University Residence Halls for the first two consecutive terms of their attendance. Credits 
taken concurrent with high school and/or credits attained through Advanced Placement 
(AP) do not apply towards living experience.

•	 The Residence Hall Contract is a legally binding document for the entire academic year. 
•	 Failure to complete the contract for any reason, including disciplinary removal from the 

University or residence hall, will result in a contract breakage charge and room and board 
charges through the date of checkout. Students who have met the two-semester live-in 
requirement may move off campus at any time, but they will be charged for failure to com-
plete their contract, and room and board charges to the date of checkout. Please contact 
the Assignments and Billings Office at (970) 491-4719 for the monetary amount.

•	 Under the following circumstances the resident will not be responsible for the charge:
•	 Graduation at the end of Fall Semester
•	 Dismissal by the University Scholastic Standards Committee
•	 Required University academic programs demanding residency outside the Fort Collins 

community
•	 Students who are forced to terminate their contracts because of illness, family emergency, 

or other unexpected events may request a waiver of the charge.
•	 Requests for an exemption to live off campus based upon financial need and environ-

mental complaints (noise, etc.) are not approved. Residence hall staff will work with the 
student to resolve these problems utilizing other alternatives such as Financial Aid, room 
changes, etc.

Immunization Policy
Colorado State University, in compliance with Colorado State Law and Health Department 
regulations, requires persons born January 1, 1957 or later to show proof of immunity against 
MMR: measles (two doses), mumps (two doses), and rubella (two doses) by submitting an 
Immunization Certificate to CSU Health Network/Hartshorn prior to arrival at school. Additional 
information concerning immunization should be directed to the Immunizations department 
CSU Health Network, Bonnie Countryman, Immunizations Coordinator, Fort Collins, Colorado 
80523.

Now That You’re Here
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Special Needs
Special housing accommodations are available for students with disabilities. The Office of 
Resources for Disabled Students should be contacted at (970) 491-6385 or www.colostate.
edu/Depts/RDS  to determine need and availability of resources. 

Renter’s Insurance
All students living in the residence halls should consider insurance to cover personal items 
(bikes, books, computers, etc.) that may be damaged by natural disasters or stolen. The 
University does not cover students’ personal items. Parents’ homeowner policies may provide 
coverage or renter’s insurance can be purchased for a nominal fee.

Laundry
Each residence hall has laundry facilities located in the building. Beginning this Fall residents 
will be using their RamCard to do their laundry. Simply open a RamCash account, either 
online (www.ramcard.colostate.edu) or in our office (located in the basement of the  Lory 
Student Center), make a deposit, then swipe your card at the laundry controller and select 
the machine. That’s it!

Hall Facilities
Residence halls have special facilities to meet your diverse interests or academic pursuits. 
Each residence hall room is equipped with two data lines to provide students with high-speed 
access to the Internet. Most halls have pianos, ping-pong tables, pool tables, sports equip-
ment, vending machines, TV rooms, kitchenettes, microwaves, and video equipment.

Halls have lounges that are available for meetings and to study. Special facilities for stu-
dents with mobility impairments are provided at the Academic Village, Braiden, Parmelee, 
and Summit halls.

Keys and Prox Card/Keys
•	 Students are responsible for the keys or keyless entry device (called a prox card/key) 

issued to them by the University. Students are not permitted to give their University keys 
(prox card, room key [if applicable], mailbox key) to any individual except for a University 
representative acting in the scope of their responsibility.

•	 Students living in the residence halls receive up to three keys: a room key, mailbox key, 
and a building exterior/security prox card/key.

•	 Students may not possess or use any unauthorized duplicate University key/prox card/key 
to a room, mailbox, or building entrance.

•	 If keys/prox keys/cards are misplaced, it is possible to check out a pass key while 
attempting to retrieve the keys. If the pass key is not checked back into the office 
within the 15 minutes allowed, a lock change will be issued and appropriate charges 
applied to the student account.

•	 While limited pass keys are available at the office of each residence hall, students are 
still required to keep their room keys with them at all times. Students are not permitted to 
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abuse the pass key system. Pass keys are for lost or misplaced keys only. Excessive use 
of the prox card/key will result in possible disciplinary action.

•	 Keys may be checked out at the main desk for other areas by leaving a picture I.D. Some 
of the areas include study rooms, TV room, student kitchen, and/or computer rooms. 
(Check with your hall’s front desk, Resident Assistant, or Office Manager to find out what 
facilities are available in your hall.)

•	 Students are responsible for any damages that take place in any hall area while they have 
the key for that area checked out. Students must report any pre-existing room damage to 
the hall desk to avoid being charged for the damages.

•	 Students must return all keys/prox keys/cards at the end of their contract. Students will be 
charged for keys not returned at the time of checkout.

Room Responsibility
You will be asked to fill out a room inventory sheet once you are in your room. On this 
sheet, please note any room damages that may exist at the time you check in. It is extremely 
important that you go over this sheet carefully and thoroughly to avoid being charged for 
pre-existing damages when you check out. Sign it only when it accurately represents the 
condition of the room at the time you take responsibility for it. When you return your 
inventory sheet, you will receive a mailbox key.

You are responsible for maintaining the condition of your room, and you will be charged for 
any missing equipment or damages that occur while you reside in the room. Please be as 
detailed as possible when filling out your room inventory sheet: this will ensure accuracy 
which will minimize problems at the time of check-out.

Hall Desk
Each residence hall front desk is open 24 hours a day, seven days a week. During regular 
weekday working hours, full-time Office Managers staff the desks. Student staff members 
are available at the desk the remainder of the time. This staff is there to assist you with prob-
lems you may have or direct you to the best resource. Here you will find extra keys, vacuum 
cleaners, various kinds of equipment, and your mail. The hall desk is an excellent place to 
gain information about almost anything that is happening in the hall, on campus or in the 
community.

Office Managers
Available during the weekdays, friendly and helpful Office Managers provide information 
about hall policies and answer your questions about the campus and Fort Collins. You are 
responsible to work with your Office Manager and/or Residence Director/Assistant Residence 
Director if you wish to change rooms or halls or if you plan to move out. Office Managers 
provide a communication center for you with other hall staff and can assist you in contacting 
resources on and off campus.
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Mail - Your CSU Address
Each room has mailbox with a corresponding room number in the desk area that is shared by 
the occupants of the room. You will receive your mail without delay if it is addressed in the 
following manner:

Using “Colorado State University” or the University zip code “80523” in the address will delay 
arrival since residence hall mail is delivered directly from the Fort Collins Post Office to the 
residence halls.

Because a photo ID is required to identify package recipients, packages addressed to some-
one who does not live in the room (such as parents) will be returned to sender. Ordering items 
under an alias or fictitious name is considered mail fraud.

Single Rooms and the Room Consolidation Policy
The University and Housing & Dining Services are obligated by their bondholders to make 
maximum use of all space. When students are left without a roommate through no fault of their 
own (i.e. room changes, withdrawal of their roommate), they will have the option, when space 
is available, to sign a double-as-single contract, or:
•	 Guarantee a single room for the remainder of the semester and/or academic year by 

paying an additional fee (prorated, determined by the Assignments and Billing Office, by 
the day the roommate leaves) and have one set of furniture removed, or

•	 Allow you to remain in the room at no additional charge under the condition that you may 
receive a roommate assignment or be reassigned to another room in the same hall (when-
ever necessary) to permit the maximum use of paid space. If assignment to another room 
is necessary, every effort is made to keep the student being moved in the same hall and 
on the same floor.

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The decision to allow students to keep the single room for spring semester will be determined 
by the need for spaces and will be announced before the end of fall semester. Students 
whose roommate leaves at the end of fall semester are not guaranteed a single room 
for spring semester. It is important that the room be prepared to receive a new roommate 
before the student leaves for winter break. Decisions regarding availability of the room as 
a single will not be announced until approximately two weeks after the beginning of spring 
semester. If space is available, a Double-As-Single Room Contract will be placed in the stu-
dent’s mailbox at that time. If the Double-As-Single Room Contract is not signed and returned 
to the Office Manager by the date designated on the contract, the student will be subject to 
the Room Consolidation Policy. Office Managers will coordinate the consolidation/moving 
process under the direction of the Residence Director, Assistant Residence Director, and/or 
the Assignments and Billings Office. Forced consolidation will not occur for summer housing 
unless the housing needs require such a move.

Room Changes/Hall Changes
In order to make sure that all students are accommodated, it is not possible to honor requests 
for room and/or hall changes during the first two weeks of each semester. After that time, if 
you wish to change rooms or halls, you must make that request of the Office Manager at your 
hall’s front desk and/or Residence Director/Assistant Residence Director. Persons making 
unauthorized moves will be subject to disciplinary action.

Temporary Moves
Students may be required to move to another hall/room in the case of disciplinary proceed-
ings or emergency situations.

Temporary Spaces
If you are one of the last students assigned to a particular residence hall, there is a possibil-
ity that you may be placed in a temporary room when you first arrive. Spaces in permanent 
rooms become available as late cancellations and withdrawals occur during the registration 
period. If you are initially assigned to a temporary space within one of the residence halls, 
your cooperation and understanding during this opening period is appreciated.

Residence Hall Room Telephone Service
Telephone service is not provided in residence hall rooms. A subscription for telephone 
service can be purchased by contacting Housing Operations Management at (970)491-7171, 
or by placing a work order at hds_customer_service@mail.colostate.edu/optmgt/work_
order_request.htm. If you purchase telephone service you must bring your own phone, 
answering machine, etc.
 
At this time Voice over Internet Protocol (VOIP) is not available in the Residence Halls.
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Cable TV Services
Each room is equipped with a cable TV hookup providing 65+ basic service channel selec-
tions. If you have a cable-ready TV there is no extra charge or equipment necessary for these 
basic services. For channel listings and further information you can visit: www.telecom.colo-
state.edu and choose student services. For problems with your service contact Operations 
Management at (970) 491-7171, option 2.

Internet Connections in the Residence Halls
In order to use the high-speed Internet connection, residents must have a LEGAL copy of an 
operating system (OS) and meet basic security requirements. These requirements include 
up-to-date OS patches, antivirus definitions and antispyware definitions. All Administrative 
level and user accounts on personal computer systems must be password protected. There 
are hard-wired data connections in each residence hall room; typically the jacks are either 
blue or orange on the Housing Network; plug into any of these jacks to access the Housing 
Network. To do so, connect your data cable to a network jack and your computer, open your 
browser and follow the on-screen instructions for downloading/installing the Clean Access 
Agent as well as installing or updating required software. Clean Access will prompt you if 
further security updates are required. If needed, set up instructions can be found at www.
housing.colostate.edu/tech. Click on Technology Services and view the Web pages listed 
under “Getting Started” and “Internet Connection.” All network use must be in a legal, efficient 
and ethical manner. Wired or wireless, you must abide by Housing and University Network/
Internet policies, which can be viewed at www.housing.colostate.edu/tech/policies.htm. 
You are responsible for your computer system regardless of where it is used or by whom. 
For problems with your network connection or Clean Access related issues, please call the 
Technology Services Help Desk at (970) 491-4734.

Wireless Internet
PERSONAL WIRELESS ROUTERS ARE NOT PERMITTED in the residence halls. Persons 
installing wireless access points/routers will have their network privileges revoked. Wireless 
access is available on the Housing Wireless Network in the dining centers of all halls and is 
available throughout Academic Village, Newsom and Summit Residence Halls. In order to 
utilize the Housing Wireless Network, you will need to install the Cisco VPN client software. 
Upon first use, you will be directed to the download page. After installing, follow the on-screen 
instructions for downloading the Clean Access Agent as well as installing or updating required 
security software (see above).

Other Devices
Some hardware will not initially work on the Housing network without registering it or speaking 
with a Technology Services representative. If you have other devices that will not work with 
the Clean Access agent – e.g. game systems, VoIP phones, TiVo – use the registration form 
at www.housing.colostate.edu/tech/registration.aspx if it applies, or contact the Technol-
ogy Services Help Desk at 970-491-4734. Technology Services will work with you to try to get 
these types of systems online.

Your Room
Your room is furnished with these basics: curtains, beds with mattresses (twin *extra long, 
39” x 80”), wardrobe closets (floor to ceiling with 3-4 drawers, 26” deep x 46” wide), and study 
desks (24” x 36”) with chairs. *Residence Life offers a limited number of extra-extra long beds, 
which need to be requested through the main Residence Hall office: (970) 491-4719.

Furnishings, Bunks, Lofts, and Other Alterations
Students are responsible for the University furnishings provided in their rooms. Furnishings 
designed for use in public areas are not to be placed in students’ rooms.

Due to weight restrictions and possible damage from puncture, water-filled furniture (i.e. water 
beds) are not permitted. Furthermore, portable air conditioners and evaporative coolers are 
not allowed in any hall. Nearly all other forms of movable furniture are permitted within the 
guidelines presented below.

Technology Access – Special Needs
Do you have difficulty accessing a standard computer or electronic information due to a 
disability? The Assistive Technology Resource Center (ATRC) located in the Department of 
Occupational Therapy at Colorado State offers adaptive computing/assistive technology ser-
vices to CSU students at NO CHARGE. Examples of who might benefit from ATRC services 
include students who: experience pain when computing, cannot see the computer screen, 
cannot access a standard keyboard or mouse, or have visual, language, or auditory pro-
cessing difficulties.

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If you are in the Academic Village, Braiden, Durward, Edwards, Ingersoll, Parmelee, 
Summit, or Westfall: These halls have our upgraded furniture. The beds can be configured 
as lofts if desired. These beds may be lofted or un-lofted without charge during a grace period 
at the beginning of each semester. Once this grace period is over, charges will be made for 
each service call. All furniture provided in these buildings must remain in the room. It is rec-
ommended that you not bring or rent additional furniture if you are assigned to these halls.

If you are in Allison, Corbett, or Newsom: Lofts are available for rental. See Bed Loft and 
MicroFridge Rentals section below for more information. You may bring your own loft as long 
as it falls within the guidelines below. University furnishings can be removed from rooms  in 
these halls by housing staff without charge, only during a specified time at the beginning of 
the semester. Removal outside the specified time period is possible, but a service fee will 
be charged. Disclaimer: upgraded furniture will be added to Allison, Corbett and Newsom as 
available, thus furniture options for these halls will be affected. Hall residents will be notified 
should this change go into effect.

Bunk bed frames, platforms, and other large furnishings added to your room must be structur-
ally sound, movable, and FREE STANDING. Bunks and platforms may not utilize window sills, 
radiators, or wardrobes for partial support. They cannot be “wedged” to a wall or suspended 
from the ceilings to provide stability. This is primarily for your safety, but it also permits routine 
and emergency maintenance services throughout the year. Bunks should be placed along 
interior walls rather than along windows, to permit alternative evacuation routes should the 
need arise.

Bunk beds, lofts, and platforms are limited in size. This size limitation has been established 
to reduce the amount of combustible material. Visit www.housing.colostate.edu/halls to 
view typical room arrangements. In order to provide access to the windows, a clear path of 
at least 24 inches in width and 72 inches in height must be left free of obstruction from your 
room door to the window. This is required to provide an emergency exit route, should the need 
arise, where you or possibly other residents of the floor could get out quickly. Loft or bunk 
platforms must allow a MINIMUM OF 36 INCHES from the top of the mattress to the 
ceiling. Assume the ceiling height to be eight feet. Hot gasses and smoke rise to the ceiling 
even in a small easily extinguishable fire. Sleeping at an elevated height can reduce chances 
of survival.

Some pretreated wood has been known to be toxic and may not be acceptable for inside use. 
There are many acceptable designs utilized for loft, bunk, and platform construction, depend-
ing upon the design and materials you may choose to use. We are concerned for your safety 
and the safety of the other residents living in your hall. Adequate framing, bracing, and strong 
bolts must be utilized in these types of furnishings.

If cost and time are a concern to you, it may be wise to investigate available “factory built” 
furnishings. Several local retail stores specialize in student-room-type furniture items. 

Colorado State University accepts no responsibility for the loss of or damage to furnishings, 
or parts thereof, that have been erected in the Residence Halls. The construction and use

Storage
•	 A storage area for trunks, suitcases, and other items is provided in each residence hall for 

current and future residents only.
•	 Space is limited and the University assumes no responsibility for lost/damaged articles left in 

storage.
•	 Plan to only bring items that will fit in your car (including skis): large bulky items such as 

furniture and bicycles may NOT be stored. Gasoline, other flammable materials, and tires 
are also prohibited in storage areas.

•	 All items stored must be properly boxed, tagged, and dated.
•	 Maintenance personnel will remove improperly stored items. 
•	 Contact a Resident Assistant to put items into or remove them from storage.
•	 Your hall staff will announce how and when to obtain access to the storage room.

Abandonment - Personal Property
If a student abandons any personal property in the student room or storage areas following 
the termination of the Residence Hall Contract and the checking out by the resident, such 
property shall be disposed of according to University procedures.

Students come to Colorado State from all over the United States and the world. Your room-
mate is one of them, and you will have the opportunity to get acquainted with, learn about, 
and adjust to living with them. Residence Life seeks to pair roommates who have similar pref-
erences, based on information provided on the Residence Hall Housing Application. Note: 
discrimination based on race, color, creed, religion, sexual orientation, or national 
origin is contrary to the purpose and policies of Colorado State University and violates 
the spirit and intent of the civil rights laws of Colorado. For this reason, information of this 
kind is not requested on the Residence Hall Housing Application and is not taken into account 
when making roommate assignments. Roommate Contracts are available at each hall desk 
and students are encouraged to sign them. If an unresolvable issue arises between you and 
your roommate, you are encouraged to seek advice from your Resident Assistant or consult 
with Conflict Resolution and Student Conduct Services.

You are encouraged to coordinate with your roommate: dates of arrival, living preferences, 
interests, and what items you bring - both to avoid overcrowding and duplication, and to 
avoid making unnecessary purchases of additional items.

Your Roommate
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We offer a wide range of services to CSU students and your satisfaction is always our goal. 
Residential Dining Services operates six dining centers, three express locations and a Sports 
Grill. Features such as late night dining, the ability to eat in any dining center and wireless 
technology create the flexible dining experience busy students need. Vegetarian and vegan 
options are available as well as fresh salad and fruit bars featuring seasonal options.

We provide a sampling of our weekly menus online along with a nutrition calculator that 
includes a nutrient database of all our recipes. To access the menus and the nutrition calcula-
tor, please visit our Web site at www.housing.colostate.edu/dining/menu.htm.

Residence Hall Dining
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You must use your RamCard to gain access into the dining centers.
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Variety
Our dining centers and menus have been carefully designed to offer you the maximum amount 
of dining options possible. Menu items and hours of operation differ at each dining center. 
Your meal card works at all dining centers so you can explore all six dining centers and experi-
ence a variety of menu options.
Dining center hours are posted in each facility and online:

Residence Hall Meal Plans
Did you choose the right meal plan?  With the ABC’s of dining at CSU, we’ll make sure you 
get the right plan. Check your meal plan balance online at www.mealplans.colostate.edu. 
If you think your meal plan is too big or too small, change it online during the two-week grace 
period at the beginning of each semester.  You can eat in any Residence Hall Dining Center 
where every meal is an “all-you-care-to-eat” extravaganza.

Your RamCash can be used to eat in any of our dining locations as well as the restaurants 
in the Lory Student Center including Carl’s Jr., Subway, Villa Pizza, Sweet Sinsations, Bagel 
Place I and II, Ramskeller, and the coffee cart in the Morgan Library.

All meal plans include:
•	 Access to all Residence Hall Dining Centers during service hours with a valid RamCard 
•	 “To Go” meals (except during the summer)
•	 20 Guest Passes for your friends & family
•	 Free dining for Parents when accompanied by their student
•	 Option to purchase additional meal passes at www.mealplans.colostate.edu (Resi-

dence Hall meal plans are nonrefundable and do not roll over to the next semester, how-
ever RamCash does)
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Takeout Dining Options
The “To-Go” program is designed to meet your busy schedule. It is a convenience option 
for our students and is not intended as a means to remove large quantities of food from the 
dining center. The “To-Go” guidelines are posted at the meal check station in each dining 
center. Unauthorized removal of food, utensils, glasses, equipment or any University property 
is prohibited and will be considered a violation of the Student Code of Conduct subject to 
disciplinary sanctions. Please tell the meal checker that you are requesting a “To-Go” meal
before you hand them your RamCard. There are two “To-Go” containers from which to choose:
1.	 Check out a reusable container, fill it with your “To-Go” meal, and bring back the container 

to the same dining center. We’ll even wash the container so you don’t have to.
2.	 Or request a compostable container to fill with your “To-Go” meal.  We collect all com-

postable containers at the Ram’s Horn Dining Center for composting.

Removal of food is not permitted unless paying for a “To-Go” meal. Students are only permit-
ted to remove food and one beverage (in wide mouth 24 ounce or less bottle, preferably your 
CSU-provided CamelBak bottle) as part of the “To-Go” option (one per meal) and all food must 
fit into the container.

Meal privileges are NON-TRANSFERABLE.
The rates for all meal plans are based on cost of food, labor, utilities, equipment,
supplies, services, and mortgage (bond) payments and are subject to change.
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RamCards/Meal Cards
If you lose or temporarily misplace your RamCard, you may sign a “Temporary Meal Access 
Form” to enter the dining center. A $2.00 service charge is assessed to your student account 
for each entry. Replacement RamCards are available at the RamCard Office in the Lory Stu-
dent Center. Replacement cost is $23.00. RamCards that cannot be read by the electronic 
scanners must be replaced (at no cost to the student if card is not mutilated). For your protec-
tion, a lost RamCard will be invalidated to avoid unauthorized use. A RamCard that has been 
altered or used by another person will be confiscated. When you move out of the Residence 
Hall, your meal privilege stops (unless you have purchased an Off Campus Meal Plan). Visit  
www.ramcard.colostate.edu to learn more about the RamCard.

•	 Part-time positions in all dining centers are available for students, with Residence Hall 

students given first priority. Apply in your residence hall, visit us online at www.housing.
colostate.edu/jobs.htm or call our Dining Services Office at (970) 491-4754 for further 
information.
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Special Dietary Needs
•	 Students with special dietary needs should contact our Dietitian at (970) 491-4714 to 

determine availability of resources or to review the nutritional values of our food items.
•	 Sick meal forms are available at the residence hall front desk. Contact the front desk and 

let them know you’re ill. Your roommate/friend can then pick up the sick meal request form 
from the front desk and go to the dining center with the form and your RamCard to grab a 
“To-Go” meal with whatever will help you get on the fast track to recovery!

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Advertising
Each residence hall has a designated community display area that includes a bulletin board 
and table where advertising materials may be displayed. Anyone wishing to use the com-
munity display area may contact the hall front desk to find out the location of the area. Those 
wishing to advertise should provide their own push pins/staplers to display materials. Adver-
tising should avoid the use of obscene language and may not promote illegal behavior includ-
ing the underage use of alcohol or illegal drug use. Advertisements that do not follow these 
guidelines or are displayed in areas other than the community bulletin board or table will be 
taken down and discarded. Residence Life staff members may advertise CSU sponsored 
events at other locations in the residence halls upon approval. For information about addi-
tional advertising policies, please contact the office of Residence Life at (970) 491-4721 to 
request an informational brochure.

Alcohol Policy
The use, possession, manufacturing, or distribution of alcoholic beverages is prohibited 
except as expressly permitted by law or University policy. Alcoholic beverages may not be 
used by, possessed by, or distributed to any person under twenty-one (21) years of age.

General Policies and Expectations

The possession or use of fermented malt beverages, intoxicating liquors, and illegal 
drugs is not permitted in any of the Residence Halls.
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•	 Guests may eat in any dining center when accompanied by a resident with a valid RamCard 
that has a balance of guest meals remaining. Individual guest tickets can be purchased 
with cash or check at Allison, Braiden, Corbett, Durrell Express, and the Palmer Center. 
Residence hall students may bring their parents to eat in any dining center compliments of 
Housing & Dining Services.

Drug Policy
Use, possession, manufacturing, or distribution of illegal drugs including but not limited to 
marijuana, narcotics, methamphetamine, cocaine, opiates, LSD, mushrooms, heroin, designer 
drugs such as Ecstasy and GHB, or other controlled substances is prohibited. Use or pos-
session of prescription drugs other than for the person prescribed, or for use other than the 
prescribed purpose is prohibited. Possession or use of drug paraphernalia including but not 
limited to equipment, products, and materials used to cultivate, manufacture, distribute, or 
use illegal drugs is also prohibited.

Colorado State University Residence Halls are substance free!
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Emergency Procedures
•	 For emergencies call 911 (CSUPD Dispatch).
•	 CSUPD Dispatch will contact the most appropriate emergency service whether it is fire, 

Victim Assistance, emergency counseling, ambulance, paramedic, or police.
•	 Tell the dispatcher what the situation is and stay on the phone until all questions have 

been answered and the dispatcher tells you to hang up.
•	 Residence hall staff should then be called immediately and informed of the emergency.

Entering a Student Room
If practicable, the University will not enter a student’s room unless accompanied by the student, 
his/her authorized representative, or a second authorized University representative. However, 
the University reserves the right to enter student rooms for the purpose of inspecting the prem-
ises for adherence to fire- and life-safety guidelines, housekeeping, maintenance, necessary 
repair, or when an authorized agent has reasonable suspicion of a violation of contract that 
includes: a) an occupant of the room may be physically harmed or endangered; b) damage is 
being done to University property; or c) University policy is not being adhered to as stated in 
the University’s General Catalog and the Residence Hall Handbook.

University Police may enter a student room under the following conditions:
•	 With a warrant for the arrest of a resident of the room, or with a search warrant for the 

room itself.
• 	 With the consent or invitation of the resident(s) of the room.
•	 To accompany residence hall staff to protect their safety and that of the residents.
•	 To continue an arrest which began outside the room.
•	 When there is any reasonable ground to believe that the resident is in danger of bodily 

injury or is endangering someone else within the room.
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Explosives
Explosives of any nature, including flammable liquids, fireworks, and ammunition, are not 
permitted in the residence halls.

Family Educational Rights and Privacy Act (FERPA)
The Family Educational Rights and Privacy Act (FERPA) (20 U.S.C. § 1232g; 34 CFR Part 99) 
is a Federal law that protects the privacy of student education records. FERPA gives parents 
certain rights with respect to their children’s education records. These rights transfer to the 
student when he or she reaches the age of 18 or attends a school beyond the high school 
level. For more information see the Colorado State University General Catalog or visit www.
ed.gov/policy/gen/guid/fpco/ferpa.

Gambling
State law prohibits organized gambling in University Residence Halls. This is defined as: “Any 
behavior or wagering, for self or others, whether for money or not, no matter how slight or 
insignificant, where the outcome is certain or depends on chance.”

Guest Policy
•	 A guest is defined as any individual who is not a contracted resident of the specific resi-

dence hall or floor in question. Each guest must have a resident host and be escorted 
at all times on residence hall floors (and must be escorted in public areas from midnight 
until 7:00 a.m.). Residents are responsible for notifying guests of University and residence 
hall policies and procedures and will be held accountable for the behavior of their guests. 
Unescorted non-residents will be required to leave the building.

•	 Students may entertain their friends in their rooms and visit in other rooms at any time, as 
long as first priority is given to consideration of the rights of roommates, suitemates, and 
other floor members, and the community standards to which she/he has agreed.

•	 Rights to sleep, study, and feel comfortable in one’s own environment take precedence 
over social uses of a room.

•	 Residence hall keys or keyless entry devices (called prox keys/cards) may not be given to 
a guest for any reason. 

•	 Overnight guests are permitted if it is acceptable to roommates. Guests may stay no more 
than two consecutive nights.

•	 Guests are expected to use facilities appropriately.
•	 Overnight guests are not permitted before classes officially begin each semester or during 

finals week.

Harassment and Hate Incidents
Colorado State University reaffirms its intention to create and maintain a work and study 
environment for faculty, staff, and students that is fair, humane, and responsible, an environ-
ment that supports, nurtures, and rewards people on the basis of such relevant conditions as 
ability, performance, dedication, and diligence.
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The Student Code of Conduct prohibits the harassment of any member of the University com-
munity, meaning verbal or physical harassment, on the basis of gender, race, color, national 
origin, sexual orientation, age, religion, or physical disability. The Code also prohibits abusive 
conduct, including physical abuse, verbal abuse, threats, intimidation, stalking, coercion, and/
or other conduct which threatens or endangers the physical or psychological health, safety, 
or welfare of one’s self, another individual, or a group of individuals. Students should refer to 
the General Catalog and/or the Web page of the CSU Office of Equal Opportunity and Diver-
sity (OEOD) for more information about the University’s sexual harassment policy and other 
harassment policies, and the procedures for bringing a complaint. The University encourages 
anyone who may experience harassment to report such incidents to the OEOD or other Uni-
versity administrators.

Passive Involvement
Being a member of a community means understanding and adhering to community standards 
and policies. It also means taking an active role in the development and well-being of that 
community. One community role is to ensure that community standards are upheld. As a 
community member, you are responsible for your behavior, and the behavior of your guests, 
and the choices that you make. It is our hope that you will choose to abide by all University 
and housing policies as well as community standards. Student housing has a conduct system 
in place to confront policy violations. If you are ever in the presence of a policy violation, you 
have some choices:
•	 You may attempt to stop the violation or;
•	 You may contact residence hall staff or;
•	 You may remove yourself from the situation.
If you choose to remain at the scene of a policy violation, you may be included on the incident 
report and may be held accountable for a policy violation.

Pets
•	 Residents are permitted to have fish in their rooms. Residents having pets other than fish 

in their rooms may face disciplinary action and be charged for damages or cleaning.
•	 Students are permitted to have aquariums providing the aquarium is stocked with fish 

only. Aquariums must be no larger than 25 gallons.
•	 Snakes, turtles, salamanders, newts, frogs, and rodents are specifically prohibited.
•	 See page 30 for information regarding service animals.

Pranks and Practical Jokes
Individual or group pranks and practical jokes that may lead to any of the following are not 
permitted:
•	 Actual or perceived harassment
•	 Accident
•	 Injury
•	 Damage to University property
•	 Damage to personal property
•	 Damage that requires abnormal and/or unnecessary cleaning of residence hall buildings 

and facilities

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Public Areas
•	 All furniture located in public areas must remain in those locations. Removal of furniture 

from designated areas will be considered theft.
•	 When removing your personal room trash, please use the trash receptacles located out-

side of your residence hall. Please do not place personal trash in stairwells, bathrooms, or 
public trash cans within your hall. 

•	 Study rooms are designed for academic use only.
•	 No illegal activities are permitted in the public areas.
•	 Under no circumstances are students to sit on windowsills, climb out of windows, or be on 

exterior window ledges. Students also are not permitted to climb on residence hall buildings, 
ledges, or roofs.

•	 Students are prohibited from throwing any object out of room windows, or the window of 
any public area or lounge in the building.

•	 Students may not use their residence hall room, its address or phone number for com-
mercial or business purposes.

•	 Students may post a message board on the exterior of their room door. The exterior of the 
door may not have any wording or material that is obscene or pornographic.

Quiet Hours
Students have the right to sleep and study in the residence hall environment. It is very impor-
tant that residents take the responsibility to follow the Quiet Hours and Courtesy Hours 
Policies in the hall. Courtesy Hours are in effect 24 hours a day. This means that even on 
weekends, a resident has the right to sleep and study and may ask other students to keep the 
noise level down if they are being bothered by excessive noise.

A Quiet Hours violation is defined as any noise, from any source, being audible two doors 
away from the source, or an individual’s failure to comply with Courtesy Hours.
•	 On all days when classes are held the following morning (Sunday through Thursday), 

Quiet Hours are in effect from 10:00 p.m. through 7:00 a.m.
•	 Weekend (Friday and Saturday) Quiet Hours are from 11:00 p.m. through 10:00 a.m.
•	 Quiet Hours and Courtesy Hours are also in effect for courtyards and those areas directly 

surrounding the residence halls.
•	 Quiet Hours are in effect 24 hours per day during finals week.

Sales and Solicitation Policy
•	 Door-to-door solicitation, distributing, and advertising is prohibited.
•	 A student or organization must secure authorization to sell on campus.

In the case of residence hall authorization, it must be obtained through the Residence Hall 
Association, (970) 491-5285.

•	 On-campus sales by students or authorized student organizations are limited to the resi-
dence hall lobbies or designated areas.
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Service Animals
Students with specific disabilities may have service animals if the need is documented 
through the Office of Resources for Disabled Students. Students would be responsible for 
behavior of the animals in regard to other standard policies of the residence halls and city 
codes. Exceptions to these policies may be requested and granted by the Office of Residence 
Life in consultation with the Office of Resources for Disabled Students. The training of service 
animals is limited to public areas in the hall. Animals in training must be with their trainer at 
all times and are not allowed to reside in the facilities.

Smoking
The Residence Halls at Colorado State University are smoke-free buildings. 
•	 Residents, guests, and staff members may NOT smoke in any residence hall.
•	 Individuals who choose to smoke will need to exit the residence halls and only smoke in 

the outside location that has been designated as a smoking area.

Space Reservations and University Events
•	 A Space Reservation Form must be obtained from the Office Manager in order to reserve 

a lobby, lounge, dining center, TV room, or any other public space in the hall for a spon-
sored event.

•	 All events must comply with all University policies.
•	 Large events involving invitations to students from more than one residence hall may be 

required to have security coverage provided by CSUPD. The sponsors are responsible for the 
cost of security coverage. Arrangements are made by calling the CSUPD (970-491-6425).

•	 Sponsors of any event are responsible for the behavior of the participants and for the 
facilities used. Any cleaning, repair, or replacement costs incurred as a result of the event 
will be charged to the sponsors if the individuals specifically responsible are not identified.

•	 Any University Residence Hall sponsored event, whether on or off campus, may not 
include consumption of alcohol as a part of the event.

•	 An event is considered University sponsored if it meets any of the following criteria:
•	 University monies are used
•	 University vehicles are used
•	 University facilities are used
•	 University or hall equipment is used
•	 University or hall personnel organize and/or supervise the event
•	 The event is publicly advertised on campus

•	 No residence hall or University event may be held in the hall without approval from the 
Residence Director or the Assistant Residence Director.

•	 The sponsors of a social event could be held liable in a civil suit if state or local laws are 
violated (i.e. supplying alcohol to persons underage or supplying alcohol to an intoxicated 
person), particularly if harm comes to any person as a result of these actions.
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Special Needs
Students with special needs (dietary or otherwise) should contact the Office of Resources for 
Disabled Students at (970) 491-6385 to determine need and availability of resources. More 
information can be obtained from the Office of Resources for Disabled Students Web site at 
www.colostate.edu/Depts/RDS/.

Sports/Activities in Hallways
No sports or physical activities are allowed in or around the residence halls. This includes 
hallways and corridors of the building due to the potential for Quiet Hours violations, damage 
to University property, harm to individuals, and disturbance of fellow hall members. Types of 
prohibited activities may include, but are not limited to:
•	 Throwing objects (Frisbees,
	 footballs, snowballs, etc.),
•	 Wrestling,
•	 Floor hockey,

Stalking
Stalking is a crime in the state of Colorado and is generally defined as willful and repeated 
following and harassment combined with a credible threat intended to cause the victim to be 
in fear for their safety. Stalking behaviors can affect the mental and physical health of the 
victim. Incidents of this kind should be reported immediately to the police. Don’t hesitate to 
ask for help.

Theft, Stolen Property
•	 Theft or unauthorized use of University or others’ personal property is prohibited. 
•	 The Colorado State University Police Department (CSUPD) will be informed of all cases of 

stolen property.
•	 The police may also choose to refer the student to the student conduct system or file charges.

Threats
•	 Threats of any kind – real, false, implied, or perceived – against a person or property will 

not be tolerated.
•	 Residence hall staff are expected always to be cautious and respond to any knowledge of 

threat or injury to residents.
•	 A student who makes threats to others or to her/himself can be assured that staff and pos-

sibly CSUPD will respond.

University Safety Equipment
The residence halls have a zero tolerance policy on tampering with University safety equip-
ment. Students caught altering their room or hall safety equipment may be held financially 
responsible for replacement and/or judicial action will be taken.

•	 Bowling,
•	 Boxing,
•	 Inline skates,
•	 Skateboards, bikes

•	 Bikes
•	 Paintball
•	 Airsoft guns
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Videotaping and Camera Use
Consistent with state law and University policy, persons living in or visiting the University 
Residence Halls have rights as well as responsibilities regarding the privacy of others. No 
person may videotape, audio record, or take photographs of any person in a private location 
without that person’s explicit knowledge and consent. Private locations include, but are not 
limited to, residence hall rooms, bathrooms, and lounges.

Weapons
•	 Students may not bring firearms or other weapons (hunting knives, archery, fencing, paint-

ball guns, pellet guns, taser guns, air soft guns, martial arts equipment, slingshot, any item 
that is a reasonable facsimile, etc.) into the residence halls.

•	 Firearms, weapons, or explosives of any nature (including fireworks and flammable liq-
uids) are strictly prohibited in the residence halls.

•	 If weapons are brought to campus, they must be stored at the CSUPD in Green Hall, where 
safe, secure gun racks are available.

•	 Exotic weapons are also not permitted on University property and must be stored at 
CSUPD.

Student Conduct Process

Colorado State University is committed to providing a safe living environment. Per-
sonal security in and around campus residence halls has been approached proac-
tively. Personal security in a student’s residential living space has the highest priority. 
Residents should feel most safe and secure in their rooms. To travel from outside a 
residence hall to a residential room, residents will have to successfully pass through 
a series of access control points. This prox card/key access allows residents to enter 
their hall, floor, and common living spaces. Guests must always be escorted beyond 
public areas into the residential living area of any building. To this end, Housing & 
Dining Services provides the following suggestions and guidelines. Please call (970)

Safety and Security Standards

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Safety and Security
Housing & Dining Services has taken several steps to improve the safety of its residents. 
Improvements include:
1.	 Locks on student doors have heavy duty, high security locksets, keys or keyless are provided 

on solid core doors.
2.	 Door viewers on student doors.
3.	 Twenty-four hour lock up on all residence hall access areas with prox card/key access only.
4.	 Fire sprinkler systems in the Academic Village, Braiden, Durward, Edwards, Ingersoll, 

Parmelee, Summit, and Westfall.
5.	 Smoke and fire detection systems in all halls.
6.	 Crash bars on all exit doors.
7.	 First floor security latches on the windows.
8.	 Emergency power system in Durward and Westfall. 
9.	 Community bathrooms equipped with entrance pass codes on high security locksets.
10.	All exterior doors in the residence hall system are monitored for proper position and alarmed; 

all external fire tower doors are designated “Emergency Exit Only” and will activate an alarm 
if opened. Travel between any public areas, via an arcade, to the residential living areas has 
access control. All community bathrooms have access control. Front desk coverage in all 
residence halls has been expanded to 24 hours a day, 7 days a week, and on-site security 
patrols by CSUPD have been increased.

The success of our hall security system depends on everyone who resides in our communities 
thinking “safety first.”
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The Colorado State University Police are on duty 24 hours per day, seven days per week.

Reporting Disabilities
It is suggested that residents with disabilities report them to their Resident Assistants (RAs) 
at the beginning of the semester. This information assists RAs in providing appropriate help 
in case of evacuations and emergencies. Reporting is strictly voluntary.

Reporting Hazards
Report non-emergency hazards to the hall office. The information will be passed to the appro-
priate department for correction. In emergency situations, dial 911. Always remain on the line 
until the emergency dispatcher has adequate information and tells you that it is okay to hang up 
(if your safety is threatened at the location of the telephone you are using, evacuate the area).

Window Screens
Window screens are there for your safety and protection. Removal of the window screen is a 
safety violation and a charge will be assessed for its replacement. Disciplinary action may be 
taken. Report any lost, damaged, or stolen screens immediately to your hall’s Office Manager, 
Residence Director, or Assistant Residence Director.
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Renter’s Insurance
All students living in the residence halls should consider insurance to cover personal items 
(bikes, books, computers, etc.) that may be damaged by natural disasters or stolen. The Uni-
versity does not cover students’ personal items. Parents’ homeowner policies may provide 
coverage or renter’s insurance can be purchased for a nominal fee.

Weapons
Colorado State University students are strongly discouraged from bringing firearms 
or other weapons (hunting knives, archery, fencing, paintball guns, pellet guns, taser 
guns, air soft guns, or martial-arts equipment) to campus. Limited hunting and sport-
ing weapon storage is available at the Colorado State University Police Department 
where safe, secure gun racks are available. Firearms, weapons, or explosives of any kind 
including fireworks and flammable liquids are strictly prohibited in the residence halls. 
Please notify the residence hall staff when you check in if you have a weapon that needs 
to be stored. They will inform you of the procedure to store your weapon with CSUPD.

Security
Security procedures such as desk service, security patrols, evening lock up, and restricted-
access plans are regularly reviewed and open to changes and improvements. Students are 
expected to observe lock-up procedures and cooperate with programs designed to maintain 
the security of residents. Propping of entrance doors is prohibited. The Colorado State Uni-
versity Police Department (491-6425 or 911) is on duty 24 hours per day, seven days a week.

Bicycles/Motorcycles
To assist with safe building evacuation, bicycles/motorcycles are not allowed in hallways or stair-
wells, nor are they to be chained to stairwells, railings, or trees at or near building exit routes.

Theft
Unfortunately, theft can be a problem in University Residence Halls. For this reason, you are 
encouraged to be sure your personal possessions are covered by some form of insurance 
either as a part of your parents’ homeowners’ policy or by a separate renter’s insurance 
policy. After you arrive, you will have the opportunity to register your valuable possessions 
with the campus police department. For this reason, it would be helpful to engrave an identi-
fication number on your valuable possessions and have a list of items including description, 
value, model number, and serial number prepared in advance. It is important for you to protect 
your possessions and those of your fellow students. Keep your room door locked whenever 
you are out of your room, sleeping, or napping. When you see strangers who do not appear 
to belong on your floor, find out who they are and what they’re doing. Remember, “if you like 
your stuff, someone else will, too!”

Remember: never prop doors open or let strangers into the hall
as you enter and exit the building.
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items with an open flame or exposed heating coils are not allowed in residence hall rooms. 
Incense burning is also not permitted.

8.	 Flammable Liquids: Kerosene, gasoline, and other flammable liquids are NOT permitted 
in the residence hall system.

9.	 Appliances: The misuse and illegal use of electrical appliances create serious hazards in 
residence halls. Only safe, relatively low-wattage appliances are permitted in your room. 
These include hair dryers, shavers, hot curlers, study lamps, radios, televisions, tape and 
CD players, space heaters (without open coils), electric blankets, thermostatically controlled 
coffee makers, popcorn poppers, small microwave ovens, and compact refrigerators. Do 
not cook with open flames or coils (no toasters, toaster ovens or electric coil cook tops) and 
do not leave food in an appliance unattended. Fires have even been caused by popcorn 
burning in a microwave!

10.	Electrical Fixtures: Electrical light fixtures are not to be modified in any way. If additional 
outlets are needed, special multiple-outlet boxes with built-in breakers can be purchased 
at a hardware store. Each power strip used must be plugged into a wall outlet – do not plug 
power strips into other power strips.

11.	Holiday Decorations: Party and holiday decorations have contributed to fire damage 
and loss of life in residence halls around the country. Therefore, only artificial trees are 
permitted in student rooms or lounges. Holiday lights cannot block access to the room by 
the doorway or the windows. They cannot be hung from the ceiling. Flameproof materials 
are available at local retailers.

12.	Social gatherings in private rooms must be contained entirely within the room and comply 
with quiet and courtesy hour guidelines.

When a fire alarm is activated all residents, guests, and staff are to evacuate the building
immediately. NO EXCEPTIONS!
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Fire Evacuation/Escape
In emergencies, panic can be your worst enemy. To reduce panic, plan ahead. Before an 
emergency arises, make sure you know the location of exits and your meeting area (check 
with your RA). In a fire situation: 
1.	 Don’t panic, stay as calm as possible. You will need to think clearly to make the right 

decisions.
2.	 Feel the door knob with the back of your hand or palm to test for heat.
3.	 If the door is cool, brace yourself against it, and open it slowly to check for flames and/or 

smoke.
4.	 If there is smoke in the air, stay low and move quickly in a crouched position or crawl to the 

nearest exit. The most breathable air is always near the floor. If one exit is blocked, try the 
next nearest exit. 

5.	 Alert others by shouting or knocking on doors as you make your way to the stairs.
6.	 Always escape via stairs – never use elevators.
7.	 Once you evacuate, report to your meeting area, follow directions of fire and police person-

nel, and never re-enter the building until authorized.
8.	 Failure to evacuate a building is taken very seriously by the Department of Housing & Dining 

Services and could result in disciplinary action.

There are fire evacuation diagrams and fire extinguishers located on every floor as well as in 
the main office of each residence hall. Please take time to familiarize yourself with the loca-
tions of fire exits, fire extinguishers, and pull-alarm stations in your residence hall. Tampering 
with fire extinguishers can leave you and others unprotected in case of a fire. Please remem-
ber, false alarms could reduce the response of residents when a fire occurs. If hall residents 
can’t trust the legitimacy of the fire alarm, they may find themselves trapped by fire in a real 
emergency. Abuse of fire equipment, false alarms, and arson are serious crimes. Viola-
tors are subject to fines, University disciplinary procedures, and criminal prosecution.

If You are Trapped During a Fire
1.	 If the door to your room is hot to the touch and/or smoke is seeping in around it, don’t open it. 
2.	 Remain calm! The walls, ceilings, floors, and doors of your room are designed to withstand 

fire for a safe period of time. 
3.	 Pack the crack under the door with wet towels, sheets, or clothing to keep the smoke out. 
4.	 Open the window (if you are on the first floor, you may be able to escape safely). 
5.	 Let people know that you are trapped. Dial 911 if possible, wave a towel, sheet, etc. out 

your window, and yell.
6.	 Stay low on the floor near the window. Placing a wet handkerchief or towel over your face 

and head is helpful in smoke-filled rooms.

Remember that few people are burned to death in fires. Most people die from smoke or poi-
sonous gas inhalation. Often, this results from panic caused by lack of knowledge. So, plan 
ahead and be prepared! Knowing your escape route and the location of your meeting area, as 
well as following the Fire Safety guidelines, is your best defense.

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Transportation To and From CSU

EMISSIONS INSPECTIONS ARE NOT CURRENTLY REQUIRED FOR GASOLINE POWERED 
VEHICLES, BUT ARE REQUIRED FOR DIESEL POWERED VEHICLES.

Colorado State University is located about 70 miles north of Denver’s International Airport. 
Shuttle services are available to and from the airport. It is highly recommended that you make 
arrangements well in advance because space is limited. Many students choose to take the 
bus, which stops a few miles from campus. Taxi service is available to campus from the bus 
stop. Vehicles are not necessary for easy movement around campus and the city. With a full-
time activity card, students can ride the Transfort bus system for free anywhere in the 
area (to learn more visit www.ci.fort-collins.co.us/transfort). For students who do bring 
vehicles to campus, the following is important:

Because emissions inspections are required in the Denver Metropolitan area, all ve-
hicles registered in the Metropolitan area will still need to have proof of emissions 
(obtained in the Metro area) while living, working, or attending school in Fort Collins.
Notice: Beginning in late 2010 a new gasoline emissions program will go into effect. Look for 
future publicity regarding this new program. For more information regarding gasoline or diesel 
emissions, call (970) 221-5324 or visit www.larimer.org/motorv/vehemiss.htm.

Parking on Campus 
If you plan to bring your car or motorcycle, you may obtain a parking permit from the Colorado 
State University - Parking Services. This permit allows you to park in designated Residence 
Hall areas. Parking elsewhere on campus is restricted. Motorcycles, motor scooters, and 
mopeds are governed by all regulations applicable to other motor vehicles. Parking permits 
may only be purchased at the Parking Services office at 201 Green Hall. Contact the Parking 
Services office for current rates at (970) 491-7041. Your Residence Hall parking permit does 
not reserve a specific space, but allows you to park in Residence Hall lots on a first-come, 
first-served basis. General information about parking on campus and current permit rates is 
available at www.parking.colostate.edu. In addition, campus is undergoing an exciting reno-
vation over the next two years. This renovation includes the construction of several buildings, 
which will greatly benefit students and will impact availability of student parking on campus. 
For information about these campus improvements, visit www.facilities.colostate.edu.

Bicycles, Skateboards, and Rollerblades
Because campus parking is limited, bicycles are the most common form of transportation. A 
bicyclist in Colorado has all the rights and responsibilities applicable to the driver of any other 
vehicle per Colorado State Statute. That means bicyclists must obey the rules of the road like 
other drivers, and are to be treated as equal users of the road. Bicyclists, like vehicle drivers, 
can be ticketed for not obeying Colorado Traffic Laws or local municipal laws, or penalized for 
not obeying the laws. Please remember the four basic riding rules; ride on the right, stop at 
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all stop signs and stoplights, use hand signals when turning, and use a light at night.  To learn 
more about riding your bicycle safely, please visit the Colorado Department of Transportation’s 
web site at www.dot.state.co.us/bikeped/BikePedManual.htm. 

For security reasons all bicycles ridden or parked on campus must be registered with the CSU 
Police Department (CSUPD). Licenses may be purchased for $5.00 from CSUPD at Green Hall. 
It is recommended that you secure your bike with case-hardened chains, sturdy locks, and/or 
a U-lock. Bicycle racks are provided at each residence hall and at several points throughout 
the campus. You may keep your bicycle in your room with the permission of your roommate; 
however, it may not be left in corridors, stairwells, or lounges. Do not lock bicycles to anything 
other than designated racks. The use of a bike helmet and a bike light is strongly recom-
mended. To assist with safe building evacuation, bicycles are not allowed in hallways or stair-
wells, nor are they to be chained to stairwells, railings, or trees at or near building exit routes.
 
Skateboards and rollerblades can also be used to get around campus quickly and easily. How-
ever, rollerblades must be removed before entering University buildings and skateboards must 
not be ridden in University buildings.
